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Hope Does Not Disappoint
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“IT IS THE LORD”

DEAR BROTHERS AND SISTERS,

How do we know it is the Lord? His presence is
unmistakable when we open our hearts to His guidance,
voice, and nourishment, as revealed in Sacred Scripture.

First, He directs us to cast our nets on the right side.
In John 21:6, Peter and the disciples, having caught
nothing all night, followed Jesus’ command to cast
their nets on the right side of the boat and hauled in an
abundant catch. When we trust in the Lord’s wisdom
over our own, as Proverbs 3:5-6 urges us to “trust in
the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own
understanding,” we find blessings beyond expectation.
Relying solely on our knowledge often leads to empty
nets, but obedience to Him yields fruitfulness.

Second, we recognize His voice. In John 10:27, Jesus
says, “My sheep hear my voice; I know them, and they
follow me” The Lord speaks through our conscience,
guiding us toward truth, goodness, and beauty, as Psalm
23:3 affirms, “He guides me along right paths for His
name’s sake.” This voice warns us of sin’s dangers and
calls us to righteousness. Let us not ignore it, for it is the
Master’s call to live in His light.

Third, He reveals Himself in the meal He prepares.
In Luke 24:30-31, the disciples recognized Jesus in the
breaking of the bread, and in John 21:12-13, He fed
them breakfast by the sea. At the Eucharistic table, we
encounter the Lord’s presence most profoundly, as He
instituted in Luke 22:19-20, “Do this in memory of
me.” The Mass is not merely a gathering but a sacred
commemoration of Christs death and resurrection—
the ultimate act of love (1 Corinthians 11:23-25). To
neglect Sunday Mass or holy days of obligation, as
Hebrews 10:25 warns against forsaking our assembly, is
to distance ourselves from this love, contradicting our
faith and profession as disciples. It is a serious matter
because it risks rejecting the heart of our belief.

This Easter season, let us joyfully recognize the Lord in
His words, His presence, and the meals He sets before
us daily. May we cast our nets as He directs, listen to
His voice, and gather at His table with grateful hearts,
ever mindful of His promise in Matthew 28:20, “I am
with you always”
