Many wisely plan for retirement or purchase cemetery
plots. That is prudent. But our true home is heaven.
Jesus reminds us to invest in the “bank of God”
“Make friends for yourselves with dishonest wealth, so
that when it fails, you will be welcomed into eternal
dwellings” So today, let us ask: What decisions am I
making now to prepare for eternal life? May we act
with faith and prudence, so that one day we may hear
the Lord say: “Come, share your Master’s joy.” Amen!
