Twenty-Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time

DEAR BROTHERS AND SISTERS
IN CHRIST,

Archbishop Fulton J. Sheen once said that as
Christians we are God’s chosen people, but from
the way we live, one might think we are God’s
frozen people. The disciples, with sincerity of heart,
prayed: “Lord, increase our faith!” Have we ever
made that same prayer? Too often, our petitions are
centered on material things—more income, greater
success, or more comfort. Rarely, if ever, do we beg
the Lord for a deeper and stronger faith.

And yet, imagine what could happen if our faith
truly increased. Jesus reminds us that even faith as
small as a mustard seed can move mountains. He
is not exaggerating, nor is He speaking in mere
poetry. Mountains represent the obstacles, burdens,
and fears that weigh us down. With faith, those very
mountains can be moved.

When a person lives with authentic faith, something
extraordinary happens: it is no longer that person
who struggles alone, but God Himself who works
powerfully through them. Faith transforms
weakness into strength, fear into courage, and
doubt into trust. Let us, then, echo the disciples’
prayer each day: “Lord, increase our faith!”
