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DEAR FRIENDS IN CHRIST,

Life does not always go smoothly.
At times we create our own troubles
through poor choices; at other times, difficulties arrive
uninvited—illness, loss, uncertainty, or events beyond
our control. We feel troubled when someone we love
dies, when a friend is diagnosed with cancer, when jobs
are lost, or when loneliness and depression weigh heavily
on those around us. In such moments, we often feel
powerless, unsure how to help others or even ourselves.

Yet this experience of trouble is not new. The early
Christian community faced its own tensions and
conflicts. In the first reading of the Acts of the Apostles,
we hear how the Hellenists complained that their
widows were being neglected in the daily distribution.
Even among believers, there were misunderstandings
and struggles. Likewise, in the Gospel, the disciples
themselves were deeply troubled. Jesus tells them
he is going away, and they are confused and afraid.
They had left everything—family, work, security—to
follow him, hoping for a new kingdom. Now, instead
of clarity, they hear of departure. Thomas voices what
many of them feel: “Master, we do not know where you
are going; how can we know the way?” Jesus responds
with reassurance, not by removing the uncertainty,
but by calling them to trust: “Do not let your hearts be
troubled. Have faith in God and have faith in me.” He
invites them—and us—not to deny fear, but to refuse
to let it take control.

Each day, we face a choice: to live in fear or to live in
faith. Interestingly, fear and faith have something in

common. Both require us to believe in something we
cannot fully see or prove. Fear imagines the worst: it
exaggerates problems, magnifies risks, and convinces
us that disaster is inevitable. Faith, on the other hand,
trusts that God is present, even when circumstances
suggest otherwise. What we dwell on matters. If we
constantly rehearse fearful thoughts, they take root in
our minds and shape how we see the world. But if we
nurture faith—through prayer, reflection, and trust—
we begin to see possibilities instead of obstacles. Faith
does not deny reality; it reframes it in light of God’s
presence.

When fear knocks, let faith answer. Fear often appears
larger than it truly is, presenting worst-case scenarios
to make us anxious and unsettled. But giving in to
fear drains our strength and clouds our judgment.
Choosing faith does not mean life will suddenly
become easy, but it does mean we will not face it alone.
Jesus words remind us to trust in his care, even when
the path ahead is unclear. To have faith is to surrender
control and believe that God is at work, bringing good
even out of difficulty. It is a daily decision to place our
hope in something greater than our fears.

May God calm our troubled hearts, strengthen our
trust, and help us keep our eyes fixed on Jesus—the
way, the truth, and the life—so that, even in the storms
of life, we may walk forward with courage and peace.
